WEEKLY UPDATE 
 
Crime Analysis debriefed the current hot spots.  The first is a vehicle prowling and vehicle theft hot spot in the 
Logan neighborhood occurring in the early morning hours just after midnight.  The second hot spot was for all types 
of property crime in the Lincoln Heights area between Regal and Perry south of 44th.   All occurring in the overnight 
hours, though vehicle theft is the main concern at this time.  TCU is working a possible suspect in this area. 
 
Another trend Crime Analysis is starting to dig into is the burglary of mobile phone establishments throughout the 
city.  These are smash and grabs with cell phones stolen.  Lt. Olson of Neighborhood Services will be contacting 
these types of establishments to offer crime prevention ideas.

 MCU detectives are working on several cases: an auto/pedestrian fatality, a shooting, the Quality Inn 
homicide, and two new home invasion robbery cases.

 TCU conducted a warrant hunt this week, arresting four offenders including two ROPs 
 A detective is also working a residential burglary and trafficking in stolen property case 
 A detective is preparing a search warrant on a weapons case 
 TCU was assigned follow-up after the arrest by PACT of the Manito Occupied Burglary suspect 
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Gang Unit  
 

 The Gang Unit assisted in the standoff and arrest of robbery suspects – click here for the full press release 
 Gang Unit is continuing their work on a long term federal investigation

WEEKLY UPDATE 
 
Garage burglary hotspots were identified in the Emerson/Garfield and Shadle Park areas.  Suspects are typically 
targeting detached garages and shed.  Burglary activity on the South Hill decreased after officers arrested the suspect 
– click here for full press release.  The activity had been non-existent since the arrest until three more burglaries 
were recently reported. 
 
Vehicle theft clusters were identified in the Gonzaga/Logan neighborhood.  It appears three individuals were 
responsible for that activity after being arrested by the Spokane County Sheriff’s Office.  The Nevada/Lidgerwood 
area appears to be increasing in vehicle theft.    
 

INVESTIGATIONS UPDATE 
 
Targeted Crimes Unit (TCU) 
 

 A defendant was sentenced on 12/09/11 to 324 months in prison on a 1st Degree Assault with a Firearm 
case.   

 Two subjects were booked by TCU last week for Unlawful Possession of a Firearm 
 Patrol arrested a subject on outstanding warrants, and a TCU detective booked him on a new 1st Degree 

Trafficking in Stolen Property charge 
 TCU has sent over two 1st Degree Robbery charges on a subject 
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Fraud Unit 
 

 Two Fraud Unit detectives are attending a Vulnerable Adult Linked Organizational Response (V.A.L.O.R.) 
symposium this week.  Click here for more information on V.A.L.O.R.  

 Detectives are continuing to work several other Fraud cases 
 
Special Investigations Unit (SIU) 
 

 Detectives served a search warrant in relation to a heroin case.  Detectives seized cash and about two 
ounces of heroin.   

 Another search warrant was executed on a car stemming from a crack cocaine case that was closed.  Some 
heroin was located that will lead to a new case against a passenger in the car.  Other evidence related to the 
original case was also located. 

 Detectives have begun several new investigations related to crack cocaine and marijuana, as well as 
continued current investigations into heroin, crack cocaine, and marijuana. 

 
Gang Unit  
 

 An attempted murder suspect was arrested in Plummer, ID this weekend, and the detective will be checking 
on getting the suspect back to Spokane. 

 The Gang Unit is continuing their work with a long term federal investigation. 
 A detective is conducting follow up on two robbery cases 

 
NRO ROUND-UP 

 
Officer Downing and Officer Redmon – Downtown 
 

 A suspect in a vehicle prowling/assault is wanted on several warrants – he frequents downtown and likes to 
take money from parking lot pay boxes 

 Heavy drug activity has been reported in an area downtown – limited information is available at this time, 
but officers are looking into it 

 Aggressive panhandling is picking up due to all the holiday shoppers downtown, and Officer Downing and 
Officer Redmon have received many complaints 

 
NOTEWORTHY PATROL TEAM EFFORTS 

 
PACT Team Patrol Officer Efforts 
 

 Power shift PACT arrested four subjects on outstanding warrants, and arrested three subjects on new 
charges.  They also recovered one stolen vehicle. 

 
South Side Patrol Efforts 
 

 Over the past week several commercial burglaries were reported; four occurred within small area.   
 Officers responded to a DOA where the 27 year old victim died of unknown causes – a Major Crimes 

Detective responded to assist and interviews were conducted 
 Officers arrested a subject for 1st Degree Robbery and 1st Degree Assault after he tried to stab a Loss 

Prevention Employee while stealing items 
 Officers developed probable cause to arrest a subject for 2nd Degree Robbery, 2nd Degree Assault, and 

Unlawful Imprisonment – the subject was located by day shift PACT

 A male is a suspect in several forgeries and is also wanted on an outstanding DOC warrant 
 Officers arrested a male for Possession of a Stolen Vehicle 
 Several neighborhood disputes have occurred at a four-plex residence where all of the doors empty into a 

small lawn/yard area – the information was sent to NRO Strassenberg 
 Officers arrested a female for possession of a stolen check from Couer d' Alene that was found on her after 

she was arrested for shoplifting 
 Officers have received several calls this week at an intake for behavioral health problems – police respond 

because the "customers" become angry and disorderly 
 Officers from Patrol and the Traffic Unit responded to a crash involving a motorcycle rider and a Nissan 

Pathfinder – the motorcycle rider suffered severe injuries  
 Officers arrested a male on an outstanding DOC warrant – he was contacted after officers observed him at a 

gas station with no apparent reason for being there – at the time of the arrest, officers noticed a realistic but 
fake handgun in his car, along with a stun gun, large knife, baseball bat, and sharpened screwdriver 

 Officers searched for a subject wanted on an outstanding 3rd Degree Assault warrant – officers noticed mail 
was piling up suggesting the subject is no longer there, however officers stated this is not uncommon as the 
subject is known to stay in the house for extended periods – day shift PACT located and arrested the 
subject inside the house and made the arrest 

 Prowl checks were conducted throughout the week along the Grand Blvd and Manito Blvd corridors due to 
an increase in burglaries 

 Armed robberies are on the rise – another occurred at a WA Liquor Store and the suspects left the store on 
foot; a K-9 track was unsuccessful 

 A graveyard patrol team for south Spokane was busy with calls for service during their work week – they 
were short staffed and had to borrow officers from the north side to manage minimum staffing 

 Officers assisted north side units with a shots fired call where a male had been shot inside the apartment – 
south side officers assisted with securing the crime scene, interviewing neighbors, and conducted an active 
search for a possible suspect who had walked away from the scene 

 Officers conducted a felony hit and run investigation – through their investigation officers were able to 
identify the suspect who they located and placed under arrest 

 The downtown bars were very active this weekend, especially the Marquee (522 W. Riverside) – officers 
responded to at least three fights in progress at that location on Saturday night – on one of the fights, a car 
load of four males jumped out of their car and began to severally beat another male in the street – the 
victim was kicked to the ground and then repeatedly kicked and punched until he was unconscious – this 
was all occurring while several other fights took place in the parking lot just south of the Marquee – the 
four suspects fled the area in their vehicle, but decided to drive recklessly and caught the eye of a K-9 
officer on patrol in the west downtown area – the suspects crashed into a parked vehicle and the driver and 
one passenger fled on foot from the car – the remaining two males were detained at the car but were less 
then cooperative – the driver was not located, and 2nd Degree Assault charges are pending on the two 
identified suspects 

 
North Side Patrol Efforts 
 

 A power shift patrol team arrested five subjects on outstanding felony warrants, and two subjects on 
outstanding misdemeanor warrants 

 Officers provided power shift PACT with information on a stolen vehicle – PACT was able to set up 
surveillance and make a good arrest on known vehicle thief 

 Officers attempted to stop a suspected DUI driver and a pursuit ensued for about three miles before officers 
successfully brought the suspect to a stop using a Pursuit Immobilization Technique (PIT) – the vehicle 
was a stolen and recovery from last week – the driver was arrested for Attempt To Elude, PCS with intent 
to deliver Meth, Heroin, and Marijuana – DUI charges are pending as he was high on Meth – one passenger 
was arrested on an outstanding DOC warrant, and the second passenger was released 
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 Officers stopped a vehicle, and as the traffic stop progressed, two new cell phones along with other 
suspicious items led officers to believe the occupants and vehicle were associated with the cell phone 
business burglaries – the vehicle was seized and the case was forwarded to TCU for follow up – two 
subjects were arrested on outstanding warrants, and two others were released, however one of those 
released appears to be a definite suspect as well   

 Officers stopped stolen vehicle after they did a gas drive off and passed a stolen check at a gas station 
earlier – the driver was arrested for Possession of a Stolen Vehicle and the passenger was arrested for 2nd 
Degree Taking Motor Vehicle Without Permission – the driver was also arrested for 2nd Degree Possession 
of Stolen Property after he was found with a stolen credit card from another vehicle theft a few weeks ago – 
the address provided by the driver as his address is likely a hotspot for area vehicle thefts   

 Officers set up surveillance on a major drug dealer/meth cook who has been selling large amounts of pills 
and meth – they arrested the subject, and seized cash as well as a backpack with suspected drugs – a search 
warrant will be written for the backpack 

 Officers responded to a homicide and assisted with the scene at a consistent flop house for criminals 
 Power shift officers assisted with a robbery at Northtown where the suspect put on a new pair of shoes and 

walked out of Champs – click here for full press release – the suspect fled on foot and wasn't located, but 
was later identified using SPD databases – the next day the suspect attempted to rob Costco by using a 
knife as his weapon – he was apprehended by store security – the suspect has two prior convictions for 
violent felonies and one more conviction (i.e., Robbery) would be his third strike 

 A male was contacted inside a suspicious vehicle and was found to have an outstanding DOC Escape 
warrant  

 Patrol responded to yet another fight in the parking lot of Casey's (2126 N. Monroe) where the initial report 
indicated a gunshot had been fired in the parking lot, but that turned out to be a vehicle window being 
broken out in the lot during the fight – two were arrested for Malicious Mischief, and the victim of the 
malicious mischief was arrested for DUI after crashing his car into a parked vehicle when pulling out of the 
lot – Casey’s is a continual problem for police 

 A female called police to report that her boyfriend had sexually assaulted her two young children – a 
medical exam indicated that there was no evidence of the alleged assault – officers had responded to the 
residence the previous night for an argument between the male and female 

 Officers responded to the report of a suicidal person – upon their arrival on scene, officers saw a female 
sitting in her living room holding a knife to her own wrist – upon contact she was cooperative until she was 
advised she would be going to the hospital after which she exhibited wide mood swings from calm to 
violently yelling – the location is a target for frequent mental health calls 

 A male was arrested for Assault/DV and during the arrest procedure he resisted and had to be taken to the 
ground and placed into the prone handcuffing position – while being escorted to the patrol car, the male 
continued to resist and kicked an officer in the leg  

 
Traffic Unit 
 

 The Spokane Police Traffic Unit worked four and a half overtime shifts on the US 195 Corridor projects, 
making 60 contacts, 34 warnings, and issuing 23 NOIs 

 The Traffic Unit coordinated and conducted SPD's first Standardized Field Sobriety Testing Refresher 
training for officers  

 Officers responded to assist the PACT team with the pursuit arrest of suspects from multiple armed drug 
rips – officers apprehended one subject that had fled on foot and was outside the containment perimeter – 
one officer was instrumental in containing the other suspect in the house he fled to, and ended up arresting 
the suspect's father for obstructing 

 The Traffic Unit coordinated a DUI grant on the night of 12/09/11 for two officers which yielded four DUI 
arrests!

WEEKLY UPDATE 
 
Burglary and vehicle theft were more under control this week so Crime Analysis focused more on vehicle prowling 
as that crime as a whole has been active over the last month.  A vehicle prowling hotspot was identified in the 
Lincoln Heights area and possible suspects were identified.   
 
There was also a cluster of residential burglary in Nevada/Lidgerwood, but those incidents appear to be mostly 
family victimizing family.

Targeted Crimes Unit (TCU) 
 

 A plea for a Repeat Offender (ROP) was finalized – he pled to three counts of Possession of a Stolen 
Vehicle and got 50 months, although it was DOSA so he will likely be out after 25 months. 

 Vehicle thefts have come down to 39 after several weeks of high thefts.   
 
Special Investigations Unit (SIU) 
 

 A search warrant was served in a crack cocaine case in northeast Spokane – the suspect’s vehicle was 
seized and about $2000 cash. 

 Detectives conducted a buy and later found the suspect making more contacts – that suspect was arrested.  
Marijuana, cash, and the vehicle were seized at the scene.  Follow up investigation led to a search warrant 
at the suspect’s residence.  In total, nearly two pounds of marijuana was seized, $3800 cash, and a loaded 
handgun. 

 Detectives arrested a suspect in a powder cocaine case and the suspect’s vehicle was also seized. 
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 Detectives served a search warrant in relation to a heroin investigation.  Cash, two ounces of meth, nearly 
an ounce or heroin, and miscellaneous pills were seized.   

 Detectives initiated two heroin investigations. 
 Cases in powder cocaine, marijuana, meth, crack, heroin, and synthetic cannabinoids remain active. 

 
Gang Unit  
 
Gang Unit detectives are working on the following: 

 Conducting follow up on a patrol case involving a pistol and 30 Oxycontin pills 
 A new investigation on a source and receiver of Oxycontin pills 
 Conducting follow up on a patrol case where a gun was found in a vehicle during an inventory search   
 Continuing work on federal indictments

 A well-known problem location is active again with a lot of drug and stolen property activity in the alley 
behind the residence – Officer Taylor is monitoring the situation

 The Explosive Disposal Unit (EDU) was called out to Lincoln and Riverside where a suspicious package 
was left on top of a mailbox in front of the Post Office – EDU checked the package which was not a bomb, 
but a Christmas package that someone left on the mailbox 

 Officers developed probable cause to arrest a ROP and gang member for Eluding after an incident on 
12/19/11 

 A subject was arrested on an outstanding DOC warrant after he was found sleeping in a car 
 Officers discovered stolen property that was listed on Craigslist which led them to a residence and the 

suspect who was booked into jail for Trafficking in Stolen Property charges 
 Officers responded to an unprovoked assault of a 13 year old boy – the suspects and arrestee live in an 

apartment complex that has been a source of police problems for years – the juvenile suspect told police he 
assaulted the boy because another tenet offered him $75 – police later determined the reason for the assault 
to be a lie and completed a juvenile referral 

 Officers had a short standoff with a subject who was intoxicated, broke out a window of a house, and left 
the house with a 12” butcher knife – when confronted by officers, the suspect was not compliant, waved the 
knife around, and put it up to his throat – the suspect eventually agreed to go to the hospital if he was 
allowed to finish his beer – click here for full press release  

 Officers responded to a suicide which apparently stemmed from an ongoing family dispute  
 Officers noticed a commercial burglaries hotspot emerging after a surveillance camera caught the suspect's 

face 
 A power shift officer arrested a female for shoplifting and discovered she had an alias under which she had 

three outstanding warrants – she was booked into jail 
 A power shift officer continued to work his DUI emphasis this week and had six arrests, up one from his 

five arrests last week 
 A patrol corporal conducted a traffic stop downtown and arrested the subject for driving on a suspended 

license – during the search incident to his arrest, the subject was found to be carrying lock picks and other 
burglar tools 

 Probable cause to arrest a ROP for 1st Degree Burglary was developed – the charges stem from a DV 
incident and the subject has not been located 

 Officers made an arrest in connection to the burglaries in the area of Pacific/Sherman after an alarm was 
received from a beauty supply shop – officers arrived and found a good break in – click here for the full 
press release    

 Probable cause was developed to arrest a subject for Possession of a Stolen Motor Vehicle after a stolen 
vehicle was dumped – a citizen who lives in the area was able to pick the subject out of a photo montage as 
the suspect – the subject also has an outstanding DOC warrant 

 Officers stopped a vehicle for expired tabs and contacted the two occupants who have extensive criminal 
histories and are convicted felons – one was an active gang member and both were on probation – the 
driver had a suspended license and an outstanding DOC Escape warrant and was arrested – during an 
impound inventory of the vehicle, a handgun was located in the glove box and bullets were located on the 
front seat of the vehicle – information passed on to the Gang Unit 

 Probable caused was developed to arrest a prolific transgender prostitute for City Assault during an 
encounter 

 The downtown bars were much quieter this week compared to last week and there were no major incidents 
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 Due to the increased theft activity in the Lincoln Heights area, officers have increased extra patrols in that 
area – officers spoke with the manager of a complex on the South Hill who noted they have seen an 
increase in vehicle prowling – it was also noted that there has been an unknown male seen in the area – no 
contacts were made this week, but officers will continue to increase patrols in the area 

 
North Side Patrol Efforts 
 

 A day shift patrol team has increased patrols of the Indian Trail and Northpoint shopping areas in an effort 
to curb the vehicle prowling and theft incidents – they have also continued traffic enforcement along 
Woodside and F Street where the focus has been stop sign violations 

 Officers assisted Spokanimal with a search warrant for the collection of cats – the occupant of the house

 Officers responded to a suspicious circumstances call and contacted four people in an alley – they arrested 
one subject on an outstanding warrant and PCS/Meth – the subject had two syringes loaded with meth and 
three empty ones 

 Officers responded to a warrant call after a worker called to report a wanted female was at the location – 
the female was contacted and arrested, and found to have tar heroin as well as a syringe loaded with heroin  

 Officers conducted a traffic stop and the driver was arrested for 3rd Degree Driving on a Suspended License 
and an outstanding misdemeanor warrant – an authentic looking chrome semi-auto gun was found which 
turned out to be a lighter 

 Officers arrested a subject who robbed the Select Inn at (1420 W. 2nd) – the subject stole a TV and other 
items, all of which were found 

 Officers assisted Spokane Fire Department after they found a marijuana grow when responding to a fire 
 A subject was arrested on an outstanding warrant after neighbors complained he was shooting a BB gun at 

them 
 Northtown Mall was prowl checked for vehicle prowlers and thefts 
 Officers noted there were multiple stripped Hondas in the downtown area 
 Officers recovered a stolen vehicle that was used in a credit card fraud in Airway Heights – the driver was 

arrested after a foot pursuit with Airway Heights Police 
 Officers responded to another fight/DUI incident at Casey’s (2126 N. Monroe) 
 Officers attempted to work on some of the known north side problems, but the call load was very heavy 

most likely due to the holiday season – there were more cluster type DV incidents than normal, and most 
did not have probable cause for any arrests – shoplifting also seems to be up 

 Officers responded to a shots fired call after one complainant called in saying he saw about eight males in 
the area when the shots were heard – officers located several spent shell casings in the street – no known 
suspects at this time 

 A subject was arrested for indecent exposure after exposing himself to female employees at Northtown 
Mall 

 A power shift patrol team arrested four subjects on outstanding felony warrants and one subject on 
outstanding misdemeanor warrants 

 Officers recovered a stolen Toyota Camry and contacted a subject who was likely the suspect – no arrests 
made at this time – officers also recovered a stolen Dodge Caravan in the same area and the victim said she 
saw a male who was likely the suspect at this location     

 Officers responded to a fight where the suspect beat up a 16 year old victim – the suspect has been involved 
in several recent crimes including a 1st Degree Burglary case – the suspect has a bad attitude and thinks she 
is above the law 

 Officers responded to a stolen property call at the Pawn 1 on Monroe where they learned that a stolen snow 
blower had been pawned – officers tried tracking the suspect down and learned that the suspect may have 
gotten the snow blower from a juvenile who appears to be an up and coming thief  

 Officers responded to Macy's at Northtown for a shoplifting that turned into a robbery after a female and 
male went into the store and gathered several items of clothing – the female left the store first without 
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paying for the items and security stopped her outside the store – the male suspect was inside and saw the 
female being detained – the male suspect dropped his items, ran outside, and interfered with the detention 
of the female – he began punching security, then he pulled out a knife and threatened security with it – 
security let go of the female and the two subjects ran to a vehicle that was being driven by a third subject – 
officers later located the suspect vehicle and getaway driver who stated they were planning on doing 
several more shopliftings when this one went bad – the driver would not identify the other two suspects  

 A graveyard patrol team spent several hours following up on lead to arrest a wanted suspect that officers 
had a standoff with last week – click here for full press release on the standoff – the information obtained 
was passed onto PACT for follow up 

 A graveyard patrol officer was working a vehicle prowling special and stopped a suspicious vehicle which 
yielded two arrests of subjects who both have lengthy criminal records – both were arrested on outstanding 
warrants and PCS/Heroin 

 Officers were investigating a hit and run collision – follow up investigation to the crash led to the deep 
north county where the suspect was arrested for DUI and Hit and Run/Unattended 

 Officers stopped an occupied stolen vehicle and both suspects were career criminals – the car had been 
stolen about five hours prior and it appeared the suspects were en route to start vehicle prowling and/or 
burglary as both had several past arrests, as well as had tools, flashlights, and backpacks with them in the 
vehicle 

 A graveyard patrol team responded to four suicide attempts during their week with one suspect almost 
successful – three attempts were with cutting weapons and one was a medication overdose

Typically, K-9 deployments, Taser applications, and 
neck restraints will not occur in the same incident, however it does occur on occasion. 
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DECEMBER DEBRIEF OF INCIDENTS 
 

K-9 DEPLOYMENTS 
 
Incident #1 – A K-9 handler responded to assist officers in locating a wanted robbery suspect that had barricaded 
himself in his residence.  Prior to deployment of the K-9, officers and the SWAT team had made several announcements 
and commands over several hours in an attempt to get the suspect to surrender.  The SWAT team had also deployed OC 
into the apartment in an attempt to get the suspect to give up.  No specific K-9 announcement was made immediately 
prior to the tactical covert deployment of the K-9.  The K-9 located and apprehended the suspect by contact on his 
hands as he was hiding inside of a modified couch that had been altered as a hiding place.  The suspect initially fought 
with the K-9.  The K-9 immediately released upon command when it was safe for the handler and SWAT team officers 
to take the suspect into custody. 
 
Incident #2 – A K-9 handler responded to assist with locating a stolen vehicle suspect that had attempted to assault a 
patrol sergeant with the stolen vehicle.  The unoccupied vehicle was located and the suspect had fled on foot.  A patrol 
perimeter was established and K-9 announcements were conducted by the perimeter units.  K-9 announcements were 
given prior to the K-9’s deployment.  The K-9 tracked, located, and apprehended the suspect by contact on his leg as he 
was hiding under some leaves in a residential yard.  The suspect failed to comply with the directions of the K-9 handler 
and fought with the K-9 by punching the dog and trying to get to his feet.  The K-9 immediately released upon 
command.  The suspect continued resisting and another officer applied a single knee strike to the suspect's right side 
which allowed him to get the suspect into a prone position.  Eventually, officers were able to take the suspect into 
custody despite his continued resistance.  The suspect admitted that he knew the police were after him.   
 
Incident #3 – A K-9 handler assisted officers with attempting to locate a robbery suspect that had been seen running 
from officers with a handgun.  A patrol perimeter had been established and the K-9 handler initiated a track of the 
suspect with his K-9.  Verbal warnings were given by perimeter patrol officers.  The K-9 handler and his K-9 tracked to 
an unsecured garage off the alley that the suspect had last been seen.  The K-9’s behavior indicated the suspect was 
hiding within the garage.  The K-9 handler had his K-9 search the garage and the suspect was located and contacted 
inside.  The K-9 immediately released upon command and the suspect was taken into custody without further incident.  
The suspect was identified as the suspect that had run from officers with the handgun, but was not the same suspect in 
the robbery.  The suspect was arrested for Obstructing and the handgun was not located. 
 

TASER APPLICATIONS 
 
Incident #1 – Officers were dispatched to a call of a subject who was armed with a knife and was currently inside a 
grocery store.  When officers moved in to take control of the subject who had not been searched, he immediately 
reached for a bag that had also not been searched.  A struggle ensued, and one officer applied a knee strike to the subject 
which had no effect.  He then attempted a Level 1 Lateral Vascular Neck Restraint, but the subject attempted to head 
butt him.  A second officer then applied two drive stuns with his Taser and these also had no effect.  Based upon the 
subject's now assaultive behavior and because of his positioning and available target, one officer applied a closed fist 
strike to the subject who then began kicking at the officer.  With additional knee strikes and another Taser application 
by one officer, and a Level 2 Lateral Vascular Neck Restraint by a second officer, they were finally able to handcuff and 
control the subject.  The subject made no complaint of the force used and apologized to officers for the trouble he 
caused.  He was treated at the scene for swelling to his eye.  
 
Incident #2 – Officers responded to a domestic violence investigation and were advised that a male subject had a valid 
and active warrant for his arrest.  When officers advised the male he was under arrest, the male turned away and 
appeared to be attempting to retreat into an occupied residence.  The male was cursing and yelling the entire time, and 
an officer was able to gain control of the male's right hand.  The male then grabbed the officer by the front of his 
uniform and pulled down.  The officer attempted to use a lateral vascular neck restraint, but the technique was 
ineffective due to the male violently moving his body back and forth which caused them both to fall to the ground, the 
male on top of the officer.  The male then drove his elbow into the side of the officer’s torso and rib cage.  Two backup 
officers arrived and attempted to assist the first officer in controlling the suspect, but all three struggled with the male 
for 30 to 40 seconds.  One officer then used his Taser and applied a drive stun to the male's back.  The male still did not 
comply with orders to place his hands behind his back.  He was again advised he was under arrest for his outstanding 
warrant, and he yelled that he was not going as he was clinching both fists.  The male then lunged at an officer, again 
causing them to fall to the ground with the male on top of the officer.  A second officer also attempted to apply a lateral 
vascular neck restraint, but was unable to render him unconscious.  Officers were then able to handcuff the suspect and 
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escort him to a patrol car.  While walking to the patrol car, the male attempted to kick the officer in his leg.  A patrol 
sergeant contacted the male at jail and the male admitted that he did not want to cooperate, and that he fought with 
officers.  He further stated that, "They were just doing their job."   
 
Incident #3 – Officers were called to a convenience store on the report of an intoxicated male that was yelling, and 
hitting car windows. The call upgraded when the suspect displayed a knife, threatened citizens, and tried stabbing car 
tires.  Officers quickly arrived and found the suspect crouching behind a car trying to puncture the tire.  The suspect 
refused to drop the knife and instead stood up, ran toward the officer, and then changed direction in an attempt to flee.  
The officer accessed his Taser and fired the probes at the suspect, but only one probe made contact.  The suspect 
continued running with the officer in pursuit.  A patrol sergeant arrived in the area and heard the Taser firing.  He then 
saw the officer take hold of the suspect's coat and the suspect then stumbled and fell.  It appeared to the sergeant that the 
intoxicated suspect fell on his own.  The suspect landed on his chest, slid a short distance, and lost hold of his knife.  
Two officers then used manual force to pull the suspect's arm out from under him and applied handcuffs.  The suspect 
sustained minor scrapes and refused medical treatment.  The suspect was subsequently identified and charged with 
assault and malicious mischief for an incident that occurred minutes prior at another convenience store a block away.

Use of Force Definitions 
 
K-9 Deployments 
 In many instances, it is much safer for officers to search for suspects utilizing a K-9.  Fleeing suspects demonstrate that they are 
willing to actively avoid capture and often have a plethora of hiding places in which to secrete themselves.  The suspects have not 
been searched and it is unknown whether they possess weapons which could be used to ambush officers.  The K-9s are able to locate 
suspects with much less risk to responding officers.  The dog's sense of smell is also much more reliable than the officers’ visual 
ability to conduct searches. The dogs prevent potential deadly force situations thereby making it safer for both officer and suspect.  
 
Taser Applications and Lateral Vascular Neck Restraints 
Taser applications and lateral vascular neck restraints are valuable tactics for officers to use when confronted with a resistive 
subject.  Both tactics can prevent long, drawn out physical altercations which help to avoid excited delirium possibilities.  When 
properly applied, the neck restraint and the Taser can end a fight quickly and make the apprehension much swifter: the longer the 
fight, the more potential for injuries to both officer and suspect as well as the possibility of excited delirium.  Both tactics are likely to 
cause little to no injury and the recovery is quick when done.   
 
The Taser can be applied in two ways; the drive stun, which is applied directly to the skin, or firing the probes, which will connect 
with a subject at a distance.  There are two levels of neck restraints; Level 1 allows the officer to control the suspect and Level 2 
allows the officer to render the subject momentarily unconscious giving officers several seconds to take the suspect into custody 
without further incident.  Officers must take many things into consideration when determining whether to use a drive stun vs. firing 
the Taser or a Level 1 vs. Level 2 neck restraint.  Severity of the crime, the threat the suspect poses and whether or not the suspect is 
actively resisting (assaultive or active resistance) – these questions are based on if a reasonable officer would feel the force used was 
appropriate.
